· Police Chief John Snyder reported 10 incidents in the Borough for the month of November; 18 in December with a total of 195 incidents for 2009.   

· During the December 7th Borough Council Meeting your council passed the 2010 Budget without increasing your taxes.  
· As you all are aware, we have had numerous snow events in the Borough December, 2009 thru February 20th, 2010. If Lewisberry Borough has declared a snow emergency, that information will be on TV Channels CBS 21, WGAL 8, ABC 27 and Fox 43.
