
LEWISBERRY BOROUGH COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, OCTOBER 6, 2008
The meeting was called to order by William H. Thompson leading in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

RECOGNITION OF PUBLIC
· Jennifer Cassada, President Lewisberry Fire Company:

· The Fire Company has purchased another engine as discussed previously.  It will be in service once hose testing and lettering is completed.
· The Borough was notified Lewisberry Fire Company had been awarded a $19,000 grant; however, the final paperwork had not been received.  Jennifer Cassada explained the paperwork has now been completed and hand-delivered.

· Jennifer Cassada was in receipt of David Raugh, Mary Pelton and William Thompson’s NIMS certificates; however, Edward Farr, Sandra Griffith and Heidi Thomas’s are still outstanding.  Mark Keener completed the certification; however, did not receive the certificate and will arrange to have it sent via mail.
· Gordon Brown, Lewisberry Engineer

· Mr. Brown reported on the MS4 application explaining Lewisberry Borough requested a waiver in 2004 through 2008.  He again has applied for another waiver through 2010 since it is not a requirement or necessary to participate.
· There are grants for playground equipment for the Borough Park available through DCNR (Department of Conservation and Natural Resources) for a maximum of $60,000.  The first $20,000 would be 100% with the additional over $20,000 with an 80/20 split.  April, 2008 was the deadline; however, the Borough may be able to still apply.  The first step would be a meeting with the DCNR officials to do a pre-application and Mr. Brown suggests having plans completed prior to this meeting.  After the grant is received, the Borough must pass required resolutions and hold town meetings.
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RECOGNITION OF PUBLIC, CONTINUED
· Gordon Brown, Lewisberry Engineer, Continued

· There are also grants available for rehabilitation of the Lewisberry Borough Park Building.  This grant would be through the York County Community & Economic Development Corporation and would be a 100% grant for the renovation of the present Borough Building.  Again, the first step would be a pre-application meeting with the officials to review the grant.  Mr. Brown explained it will take at least three (3) months to receive the grant after the completed application is approved.  Mr. Brown stated before applying the Borough must have all plans according to ADA requirements and the total figure proposed to upgrade the building.  William Thompson asked Mr. Brown to schedule the two meetings as discussed and Mr. Brown explained it will take two-three weeks to set up meetings with the agencies and it will not be necessary to have plans for the pre-meetings; only what you would like to accomplish.  

· Newberry Township Police Chief John Snyder reported the following:
· There were nine (9) incidents for the months of August and September.  

· On October 22nd, the Newberry Township Police will do an “Operation Safe Stop” on Market Street to demonstrate school bus safety. This will include officers stationed on Market Street to conduct Operation Safe Stop.  

· The Council informed Chief Snyder Halloween Trick or Treat will be held in Lewisberry Borough on October 30th, 6:00 pm to 8:00 pm.  Chief Snyder explained the police department would prefer most of the Boroughs schedule on the same night and this is the preferred night. 

· The Newberry Township Board will discuss the contract for police protection for Lewisberry Borough for 2009.  He explained there will be an increase and will notify David Iddings and William Thompson when he receives contract figures.
· Chief Snyder inquired if it would be permissible to use the Community Park to start and end their 5K walk for the DARE program being held on October 18th beginning at 8:00 AM.  They will have food and drinks at the park and the money they raise will be used to purchase t-shirts and other items for the program.  
· William Thompson informed Chief Snyder that several residents have remarked they have not seen the police as much as they did previously.  Chief Snyder explained he has emphasized the foot patrol in Lewisberry and also that three new officers have completed training and need Vascar certified.  This will give the department more coverage.  David Iddings also requested the police begin watching the park after sunset.

· David Raugh made a motion and Heidi Thomas seconded to accept Stephen McKinney’s bid for snow removal.  Motion Carried.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT
· John Elliott reported he conducted further research on an ordinance restricting where sex offenders can live.  There are municipalities in PA that have passed similar ordinances and none have been challenged at this time.  These ordinances put restrictions on sex offenders not allowing them to live within 500/2500 feet of a school, a day care center, or playground.  The Council will not pursue an ordinance at this time. 
· John Elliott also informed the Council the Borough will not have to follow prevailing wage rules for the repairs to the Borough building since maintenance work is an exception if over $25,000 as long as the size or type of facilities are not changed.  John Elliott also reminded Council if the bid is over $10,000, bid notices must be published.

· A motion to approve the minutes of the September 8, 2008 meeting was made by Mary Pelton and seconded by Heidi Thomas.  Motion carried.

· A motion to approve the General Fund invoices for payment was made by Mark Keener and seconded by David Raugh.  Motion carried.

· George Craker reported there were no new permits issued for the month of September.

· Mr. Craker also reported the temporary fence between the Lewisberry Methodist Church property and the Sandra Fogle property has been removed.

COMMITTEE REPORTS, CONTINUED
Mayor’s Report
· David Iddings reported the two properties notified of problems have taken care of the situations.  The property at 311 West Front Street (grass and weed problem) and the property at 309 Market Street (temporary fence) were taken care of satisfactorily.    

· David Iddings also received correspondence for the York County Planning Commission dinner if anyone is interested.
Road Committee
· William Thompson reported receiving notice of the liquid fuel tax estimation of $9,379.33 for 2009.  Lewisberry Court, Nebinger Street and one-half Heck Hill have been added for 2009; therefore, the final amount will be over this estimation.
Electric Committee
· Mary Jo Keener reported the following:

· A business customer has requested his commercial deposit be refunded.   Mary Jo explained that deposits are not refunded for businesses.  After further discussion it was determined that the last sentence of 2C on the Electric Regulations was not needed.  Mary Pelton made a motion to remove this sentence and David Raugh seconded.  Motion carried. 
· A meter deposit refund check was sent to Dale Lewis and his daughter called to inform Mary Jo he had passed away.  She requested the check be re-issued to the son that is still living in the property.  Mary Ellen Banks will do letter requesting a copy of the death certificate before issuing new check.
· Mark Keener reported the following:

· Numerous messages have been left for Roger Jerzerick and he has not called back concerning trimming the trees.   

· The electric company needs new meters as some are aging and requests a motion to order eight (8) at approximately $48.00 each.  David Raugh made this motion and Mary Pelton seconded.  Motion carried.
· The Methodist Church’s meter was removed; however, the wires are still there and must be disconnected at the pole.
· The Street light at Third and Lewis Street was replaced.

· Commonwealth Code Inspection faxed a completed meter card for the Barbara Forgas property.  Mark Keener will check if there was a new meter installed and will keep card in file for information.

Library Committee
· William Thompson reported the Library and Borough purchased a new copier at $1255 plus $415 annual maintenance.  The Library will pay the invoice and the Borough will reimburse one-half to the Library.

OLD BUSINESS
· William Thompson reported the following:

· David Raugh will attend the PMEA annual conference in State College with Goldsboro Borough’s representative.  He will also attend a PMPA meeting during this conference.
· The West Shore Recreation’s new budget is finalized and they are requesting an increase of 5%.  Mark Keener made a motion and Heidi Thomas seconded to approve Lewisberry’s per cap assessment of $2.184, annual $814.00.  Motion carried.
· During the September Council Meeting, the PNC (Bank of Hanover) loan for Lewisberry Fire Company building was discussed to possibly pay off this loan.  After further consideration and information provided, the Council made the decision to not pay off this loan at this time.
· Halloween Trick or Treat will be held on Thursday, October 30th from 6:00 pm to 8:00 pm.   
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NEW BUSINESS/COMMUNICATIONS
· A proposal from Utility Engineers, PC, James Havrilla, was received and will be kept on file if needed in the future.  Utility Engineers are the engineering consultants for PMPA organization. 

· The PA One-Call board of directors is asking for nominations if Lewisberry Borough would like to nominate a candidate.
· The York County Planning Commission is searching for a nominee to serve as an alternate representative on the board for the term present through July, 2010.
· Mary Ellen Banks is attending a grant seminar on October 23rd at the York Expo Center.
· York County Boroughs Association annual banquet will be recognizing years of service to the Community of ten, fifteen, twenty, twenty-five and thirty years.  William Thompson will research if anyone on council is eligible for this recognition.
· The annual Fireman’s Relief check was received September 19, 2008 for $2,279.42.  Mary Pelton made a motion to allocate this amount to Lewisberry Fire Company and Heidi Thomas seconded.  Motion Carried.

· William Thompson explained the bookkeeping system of the Borough is very time consuming and burdensome and does not meet the requirements of the auditors. The office is currently planning on purchasing and installing Quicken which is an automated financial system and the approximate cost will be $90.00.  
· William Thompson also reported in the month of October the budget committee must meet to review the budget for 2009.  The committee consists of President, William Thompson; Vice President, David Raugh; Borough Manager, Mary Ellen Banks; and one council person.  Mark Keener volunteered to be on this Budget Committee.  The first meeting will be held on October 28, at 6:30 pm.  
· Mary Jo Keener explained to Council the Electric Company computer is approximately six or seven years old and she has been having numerous problems.  She would like permission to purchase new computer system before it becomes necessary; therefore Council has requested Mary Jo to price computers and decide what would work best for what she needs.  

· William Thompson has requested that Mary Jo Keener compile list of upgrades needed for the electric program such as re-printing reports, etc. and make recommendations to council.
