
LEWISBERRY BOROUGH COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, DECEMBER 1, 2008
The meeting was called to order by William H. Thompson leading in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

PUBLIC PRESENT
Mark Albright, Lewisberry Community Fire Company
RECOGNITION OF PUBLIC
· Mark Albright of Lewisberry Community Fire Company reported the following:

· The Annual Santa Run to give candy to children will be held on Tuesday, December 23rd, starting in Ramblewood Development at 6:00 PM arriving around 7:00-7:30 PM in Lewisberry Borough.  
· During the Fire Company’s last BOD meeting in response to rumors the Borough was unhappy, William Thompson assured the board that was not true.  The Fire Company has several issues; however since these are internal issues of the fire company, Council should not be involved.   

· In response to the questions & issues brought up concerning the F-150 truck, Chief Albright supplied Council with a copy of the Fire Company’s car/unit procedures.  The F-150 truck is now parked at fire station for use by duty officer only.  

· Sandra Griffith inquired if the Borough would ever have a fire siren again.  Chief Albright explained since the cost to repair the siren and connect to the new York County system would be around $8,000, therefore, the answer was no.  

· David Iddings stated there was a red pickup speeding to the fire house with flashing lights and sirens at 3:00 am.  Chief Albright explained the state requires the lights and sirens be activated when responding to a fire; however, he will remind responders to slow down to a safe speed through the borough.    

· Council made the decision when letter is sent to Fire Company with approval of annual donation they will reiterate and state their support for the fire company and their members.

NEW BUSINESS/COMMUNICATIONS
· William Thompson and David Raugh attended the PMPA Meeting in Allentown.  One of the topics discussed was AMP of Ohio extending the contracts of municipalities another three years.  The information given was to price out through 2015 from $80.38/megawatt hour to $88.18/megawatt hour.  This price will still be under Lewisberry Electric’s billing price of $.12.  PMPA will investigate other power companies including Florida Power which will be quoting also.  This process looks promising to keep a lid on power costs and computes to a 10% increase through 2015.  William also explained he signed a release giving permission to James Hivrilla and Norman Barron, from Wheatley and Utility Engineers to inquire and gather information for the Borough.  
· York County Planning Commission Meeting Minutes were received for October.

· The 2009 corrected Proposed Budget was presented to the Council.  Edward Farr made a motion and was seconded by David Raugh to accept the Proposed Budget as a Final Budget for the General Fund, Electric Fund and Road Fund.  Motion Carried.
· Sandra Griffith made a motion that was seconded by Mary Pelton to pass the Tax Ordinance as prepared with no tax increase.  Motion Carried.
